Thesis writing guide 

The thesis may be one of the following type: 

(a) original research work 

(b) systematic review (meta-analysis)

(c) synthetic form paper, i.e. systematic review combined with results produced by the candidate, e.g. research confirmation of measurements, clinical case, additional measurements in the population’ segment etc.
The Thesis should include the following sections in the following order: 

Cover page (see the cover page template).

Inside cover page (see the inside page template).
The reverse of the inside cover page for the theses with clinical trials in humans or animals or those that use human or animal material (not laboratory studies) will be indicated with the following text: "This study was approved by the Ethics Committee of the School of Dentistry, number of session  .…  date dd/mm/yyyy, protocol number XXX.”
Inside cover page in English (see the English inside page template).

Acknowledgements page (optional).

Greek Summary page This is a short description of the whole thesis of 150 words maximum. Keywords: They characterize the content of the thesis and follow the summary, maximum 5 words. 
English Summary page (Abstract) Extended summary, at least 1,000 words where it is described the scope of the work, the method used, the results and the conclusions obtained. Keywords mentioned in English as above.
Page of Index The index of the thesis should follow the structure below: Cover page, Inside Cover page, Inside Cover page in English, Acknowledgements (optional), Summary, Summary in English, Table of Index, Table of Symbols-Acronyms-Abbreviations (if there are any), Main Body, Bibliography, Glossary (where applicable), Annexes.

The writing of the index follows the way of writing of the main body (Titles and Subtitles degraded up to the 3rd level).
Chapters of the Main Body
For the (a) and (b) types of thesis:

a) Introduction

b) Materials and Methods

c) Results

d) Discussion

e) Proposals for future research. Any proposals for future research arising from the findings, need to be well processed (possibly imaginative) and to make reference to high academic standards protocols.
For the (c) type of thesis:

a) Introduction
b) Topics
c) General conclusions and observations
Bibliography page. The bibliographical references of the hard copies and electronic press (in Greek and foreign languages) are mentioned with mixed alphabetical order without numbering. The system proposed is the one used in the European Journal of Oral Sciences. 

Annex/es page. This is about the research material that is either extensive or of minor importance e.g. statistical tables, questionnaires and catalogues that are not necessary in the main body of the thesis. It is optional. 

Writing Details of Main Body

The extent of the main body, excluding the bibliography and the annexes, is proposed to be up to 5,500 words, about 20 pages. 
The references are listed in the text by the author's surname and year of publication of the paper, e.g. Ashley, or 1992 (1992). If the authors are two, then both surnames or mentioned, e.g. Ashley & Morse, 1992 or (1992), while in case there are more than two authors, we mention the surname of the first one using the abbreviation "et al." afterwards, e.g. Ashley et al., 1992. References in abstracts from congresses or from unpublished articles should be avoided.

For the numbering of the first pages from the inside cover page until the introduction we should use lowercase characters, while from the introduction till the end of the paper we should use the Arab system in the lower right side.
The type of the tables used should be simple and limited, to the extent possible, as it regards the vertical lines.
